Requirements:

1. Post your group assignment in your own discussion topic and attach your group
members' names.

2. Post at least one photo that includes the whole group and the food you ordered.

3. Briefly describe your experience in at least 10 sentences. You could cover the following
information: date, weather, food name, how the food tastes, how you feel about the food,
any interesting experience, etc.

4. Also, you are very welcome to provide some comments and interact with other
classmates. For example, ask where is the restaurant and how to get there?
